GP Registrars

A number of experienced registrars, mostly undertaking their final year of GP training, work in the practice. As part of their training they are required to video consultations as an assessment of their consulting skills. Your consent will be sought before a video recording is made.

Practice Nurses
The practice nursing team comprises three practice nurses, Hazel White, Ann-Marie Moan and Lavaughn Alexander, assisted by two health care assistants.
The nursing team has a wide range of skills. They can give advice on various matters including contraception, travel vaccinations, healthy living and minor injuries. Appointments can be made for cervical smears, blood pressure, dressings, stitch removals and for monitoring ongoing illnesses, such as diabetes, heart problems and asthma.

Health Care Assistants
Susan Caulker and Zau Lahuk are our health care assistants and can be seen for blood pressure checks and blood tests. 

Health Visitors 020 3317 5425
The health visitors are nurses who are specially trained in child, family and public health. All families with children under 5 can contact the health visitors 
for advice and support either in the surgery or by telephone. They are able to visit families at home by appointment. They work on weekdays from 9am- 5pm but the best times to telephone are between 9 -10am and 4 - 5pm.

Please ask the health visitors about the baby massage and breast feeding sessions they run. 

Children and families advice team

The team currently consists of a social worker, family support workers and health visitors. This service offers one-to-one advice, support and help for parents and/or children experiencing difficulties or worries. 

District Nurses 020 3317 2131
The district nurses provide nursing care for people who are housebound. They can also give advice and help if you are looking after a friend or relative including loaning nursing equipment if necessary. They usually visit between 8.30 am and 4pm. A reduced service is available at evenings and weekends.

Community Midwives
Along with the doctors and health visitors, the community midwives offer a full antenatal service including antenatal classes, shared care with the hospital, midwife-led deliveries in the hospital and at home.

Practice Staff
The reception desk is staffed between 8.30am and 6:30pm on weekdays. The reception staff are there to assist you in making appointments, taking messages, answering general queries and to register new patients 

The practice manager, Ms Pat Elliott, is responsible for the overall management of the practice. She can be contacted on 020 3317 5383.

Visiting staff and specialist clinics
Working with the practice are many other health professionals who also provide care for the Caversham patients. These include community psychiatric nurses, psychologists, a counsellor linked to the local drug service, as well as visiting hospital consultants from a number of fields e.g. women’s health, rheumatology and ophthalmology.
